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Thanks to each of you for being a part of SCSA. This program has a tradition of success that depends 
on the many, many hours put in by you volunteers. 
 
I encourage all coaches to consider participating in KohlÕs American Cup on August 22 and 23 at 
Clear Creek. This festival-like tournament for recreation-only boys and girls should provide 
additional fun for all who enter. Small-sided games and a flexible roster make it easy to participate 
even if some of your players are on vacation. The cost should be about $5 per player. Check out the 
fl ier included in your packet.  Here are some other highlights: 
 
1. The Summer Recreational Soccer Camp for birth years 2004 through 1999 will be held Monday, 

July 20th through Thursday, July 23rd. Details are listed later in this packet. Please encourage your 
players to register. 

2. Referee training will again include an on-line course followed by three classroom sessions. This 
is a great job for adults or kids 12 years or older.  The on-line class is also a good way for coaches 
to extend their knowledge of the game. 

3. All boys in the Dribblers and Trappers divisions will receive participation trophies available at 
the end of the season to be handed out at the Fall CoachesÕ Meeting in October. 

4. Trophies will be awarded to League Champs (1st Place) and Runners-up (2nd Place) as well as 
Tournament Cup Champions (1st Place) and Cup Runners-up (2nd Place) in the Post Season 
Tournament. For Strikers, Kickers and Minors, we will again try to schedule the King of the Hill  
championship games at one of the High School stadiums. 

5. Practice Fields: teams can again choose to sign up for fields at area schools or choose to rent 
Anderson Park District fi elds. If you choose to practice on a park field, your team will have to 
pay for the use of the field, in addition to the fees listed below. 

6. Please remember that the objective of this recreational soccer program will always be to have 
FUN while learning the game of soccer. The experience should be positive for ALL of us and 
when I say ALL I am including referees, parents, players, coaches and the entire community with 
whom we share the play fields.

Code of Ethics and Conduct 
 
Soccer belongs to the players. Coaches and parents must understand this and put the 
welfare of the players and game ahead of their personal desires. 
 
Coaches, players and team supporters must never place the value of winning above the safety 
and welfare of the players. Winning should be the result of the thorough preparation of the 
players. 
 
The Laws of Soccer are written to insure the continuous flow of action, while protecting the 
safety of the players. Coaches must be familiar with the Laws of Soccer and the rules of play. 
Coaches shall insure that players understand the laws and adhere to both their letter and 
spirit. 
 
Advantage shall never be sought by deliberately violating the laws of soccer, nor by 
engaging in unsportsmanlike behavior. Coaches shall not tolerate unsportsmanlike behavior 
by members of their own team toward opponents, officials or spectators --- regardless of the 
situation. 
 
Coaches and parents have an obligation to teach good sportsmanship by both word and 
example. Players should treat the players on opposing teams in a friendly and courteous 
manner and in the same way that they would like opposing players to treat them. 
 
Coaches are responsible for the behavior of their team and supporters at the field. 
 
Coaches should be as inconspicuous as possible during the game. Corrective instruction 
should be given during practice. During a game, instructions should be limited to players on 
the sideline. 
 
Game decisions by officials may not be questioned. Public or private criticism of officials by 
coaches, players or spectators is not permitted. Coaches should maintain a controlled, 
undemonstrative attitude toward officials. 
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Player Placement  
  
You will have received two copies of your team roster in this packet. One copy of the team 
roster must be corrected and returned along with your signed and completed player 
placement cards at the August Preseason Meeting. The other copy is for your own use. In 
order to ensure accuracy and/or obtain additional players, please adhere to the following:  

• Contact all players on your roster ASAP to verify that they are going to play. Also 
verify the information on the roster. All changes should be made to the roster that you 
will return with the signed player cards.  

To delete boys who do not want to play this season and to obtain addition players, contact 
your Player Placement representative after June preseason meeting:

Email is preferred; telephone calls will only be accepted from 7:00 PM --- 9:30 PM Monday 
through Friday. Calls should only be placed by coaches Ð do not give these names to the 
parents. Please be considerate of the Player Placement RepresentativesÕ time.  
 
Special requests by a player or parent should be submitted in writing to Richard Pendelton. If 
the request cannot be honored, the requester will be notified of the reason(s). The Division 
Representatives (for Dribblers, Trappers, etc) do not have the authority to grant changes 
outside the Player Placement Guidelines.  
 
Players trying out for High School soccer teams: High school athletic association rules 
forbid students from playing the same sport for a club team and school team at the same time. 
Keep you player on your roster until he finds out if he has made the team, but let him work 
out with the high school team. 
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Pre-Season Meetings 
Second Preseason Meeting (July). Bring to the meeting:  

• The corrected roster  
• KidSafe/Risk Management online notification letter if required  
• Team information sheet (lists shirt color, etc) 
• Pick up your Player Cards. These must be signed and returned at the Third Preseason 

Meeting. 
 Third Preseason meeting (August)  

• Turn in signed player cards. 
• Turn in final, corrected rosters.  
• Check made out to SCSA for the Team Fee (Listed in Presidents Letter, p. 3)  
• Pick up final team rosters and game schedules.  
• Sign up for team pictures at this meeting.  

Team fees must be paid and completed Player Cards for each player must be turned in 
before you will receive your game schedule. If you are late with the team fee or some of 
the cards, make arrangements with your Player Placement Representative. The team fees 
include mandatory liability insurance and Park District usage fees for games. Park District 
fees for practice fields are NOT included in the team fee. Teams that use Anderson Park 
District fields for practices will pay additional fees directly to the Park District.  
 
PAYING THE REFEREE (Listed in the Presidents Letter, page 3). Plan to pay the referee 
in cash before each game. Bring exact change. All teams except Dribblers and Trappers 
should budget to pay the ref at one playoff game in addition to their regular season games. 
Teams that advance in the tournament will be reimbursed for ref costs for additional games.  
 
WHAT IF ONLY ONE REF SHOWS UP? All coaches should email to let the Director of 
Referees saying who showed up, including the game place and time. For Dribblers and 
Trappers, the ref calls just one game and gets the usual pay, with half from one coach and 
half from the other. Find a parent volunteer from either team to ref the other game. Passers 
and Shooters, only one ref is scheduled. Flyers through Minors, the ref will pocket twice as 
much (and work much harder for it) so both teams should pay their full amount to the ref. 
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Coaching more than one team? Tell us NOW! 
If you are coaching more than one team (boys or girls) we will try to arrange your game 
schedule to minimize conflicts. Please let us know right away, before we make up the game 
schedules!

Ohio South KidSafe/Risk Management Information 
 
Southeast Cincinnati Soccer Association (SCSA) is a sanctioned member of the Ohio Youth 
Soccer Association. Ohio South, in connection with the United States Youth Soccer 
Association, has adopted a Risk Management Program to provide a safe and healthful 
environment for children participating in Ohio SouthÕs sanctioned associations and programs. 
This program is designed to address the risks associated with individuals working with 
children who may abuse their authority by committing sexual, physical, mental and 
emotional abuse. 
 
All SCSA board members, coaches, assistant coaches and any others who are expected to 
have regular contact with children are considered ÒCovered PersonsÓ and are required to 
comply with this Risk Management policy. 
 
All new coaches and assistant coaches need to submit a form. Returning coaches, your player 
placement coordinator can tell you if you need to update your form. In connection with this 
Risk Management Program, all covered Persons must have a current Ohio South Youth 
Soccer Association KidSafe/Risk Management Form on file. The form may be accessed at 
www.scsa-soccer.org. Once in the 
website, go to ÒRisk Management,Ó then 
ÒForms,Ó and select ÒRisk Management/ 
KidSafe (Employment/Volunteer) 
Disclosure Form.Ó This form will ask you 
to enter personal information such as 
name, address, driverÕs license, etc. It will 
also ask you to enter a member league 
code.  
Our league code is “S E Cincinnati Soccer Association.” 
 
When you are finished, you will receive a ÒKidsSafe/Risk Management Notification LetterÓ 
as the final web page to show that you have completed this process. Print a copy for this form 
for the SCSA, and make any extra copies for other leagues, referee associations or other 
entities. 
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If you are required to complete a risk 
management form for the Fall season, 
complete it online, then turn in a copy of 
the KidsSafe/ Risk Management 
Notification Letter at the August 
meeting. 
 
The completion of the KidsSafe/Risk 
Management disclosure statement is 
considered a part of the appointment 
process for all Covered Persons. 
Therefore, Covered Persons not 
completing the disclosure statement 
shall not perform any duties or functions 
within the SCSA, including coaching. 
Each head coach and each assistant 
coaches must submit a KidsSafe/Risk 
Management disclosure statement in 
order to participate.

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Team Uniforms 
The league provides shirts to Dribbler and Trapper teams; older age groups are responsible 
for their own team shirts and can choose their own team color. We do have an inventory of 
shirts sizes YS (6-8), YM (10-12) and YL (14-16) printed with the SCSA logo. Teams are 
welcome to buy shirts from our inventory for $5/shirt; contact Chris Hovde or buy them at 
the August preseason meeting. A number of area businesses, including Sports Connection 
(Five Mile Road) and KochÕs (downtown Cincinnati), can produce team shirts. 
 
Goal keepers must wear a shirt that is different from those of both teams. All players must 
wear shin guards covered by soccer socks. Sneakers or soccer shoes are appropriate 
footwear. Metal cleats and plastic baseball cleats are not allowed. 
 
If two teams show up with similar shirts, the referee will ask the home team to change shirt 
color.

The Sports Section (385-3523 tss1@fuse.net), 
will take team pictures. These are tentatively scheduled for Turpin High School on the 
practice fields by Bartels Road on Saturday and Sunday, September 19th and 20th. (The 
schedule needs to be approved by the school and should be confirmed by the August 
meeting). A basic memory mate package costs about $13. 
 
Option 2. PHOTOGRAPHER COMES TO YOU: Popp A Shot (231-7187, 
poppashot@aol.com) will arrange to photograph your team at a practice or game. The basic 
package is slightly more expensive, $15. You make arrangements directly with them.

Sign up sheets and additional information will be 
located at a ÒTeam PhotoÓ table. If you donÕt sign up then but you want to have team photos 
taken, contact either photographer directly.

Ohio South holds F license clinics which are great for coaches of shooters and higher levels. 
Visit their website for dates and locations. SCSA will reimburse !  the fee for each coach and 
assistant coach. You get a great course and instructional materials for only $15.  

4v4 Coaching Clinic 
While this clinic wonÕt lead to a formal license, it is sure to provide great ideas for fun and 
productive practices, especially for Dribblers and Trappers coaches. The clinic will be held 
Saturday, August 8th from 9 to 10:30 am. Bring a ball and a water bottle and dress to play. 
This clinic is free.  

Sports Injury Prevention Clinics  
The American Red Cross offers courses specifically tailored to volunteer sports coaches to 
help prevent injuries or respond to them appropriately. They also sell a sports safety first aid 
kit. Call the American Red Cross at 513-792-4000 (www.cincinnatiredcross.org).  

New Referee Training  
This is a great job for boys and girls age 12 or older and for parents who want to contribute to 
the game. New referees are assigned to the younger leagues to gain experience. 
 
To qualify as a new referee for Girls Southeast Cincinnati Soccer Association and Southeast 
Cincinnati Soccer Association recreational games, you must. 
1. Complete the ON-LINE web based training program prior to attending a set of 

two class room sessions (start two weeks before the classroom sessions). 
2. Attend one of sets of classroom sessions (see dates below). 
3. Pass the Referee Test that is given at the end of the final classroom session. 
The ON-LINE web based training program and the classroom clinics will cover all the 
information necessary for anyone to begin refereeing. Rules books will be handed out at the 
classroom sessions. 
  
To take the ON-LINE part of the referee training, go to: WWW.SWOSOA.COM and ÒClick 
Here for the USSF Online TrainingÓ which takes you to the training session which is divided 
into the following parts: 
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1. The initial Training Module,  
2.  The Supplement Training Module,  
3. The ON-LINE test 
4.  The ÒCertificate of Completion.Ó  
 
Select the First Law of the game and complete the ON-LINE training. You may repeat each 
Law as often as necessary to insure that you have a complete understanding. Generally it 
takes about 5 to 8 hours of study to complete the ON-LINE course. It is recommended that 
you start the ON-LINE course at least two weeks prior to the beginning of the classroom 
sessions. When you have completed study of all the laws, print your ÒCertificate of 
CompletionÓ and bring it to the classroom Referee Training Sessions. 
 
Once you successfully complete the ON-LINE training and you are going to attend the 
Classroom sessions, you must email brinkdan@aol.com and include the following: 
1. Your name, address, and phone number 
2. Your birth date (all Adults should list Ad for adult rather than birth date) 
3. The specific dates of the Classroom session that you will be attending. 
4. That you have completed the ON-LINE web based training and have your Certificate of 

Completion.  
 
To accommodate summer schedules, you can take either of the two sets of classes that will 
be held. Each set consists of three classes. You must take the three classes. It may be possible 
to mix and match from the two different sets, but this needs to be approved in advance. (If 
you need to mix and match, please email your request to brinkdan@aol.com.)

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Free Video Loan Library 
The Ohio South Youth Soccer Association (OSYSA) has an extensive collection of video 
tapes and dvds covering every aspect of the game. A list is available at their web site. Since 
the SCSA is a member of Ohio South, coaches may borrow these materials at no charge. To 
reach the Ohio South office, at 25 Whitney Drive, Suite 104, exit I275 at the Highway 50 
East. Turn right at the light onto 50 East, turn right at the next light into the business park. 
The Ohio South office is in the last building on the left, on the rear of the building. Take a 
left on the road in the business park, immediately enter the parking lot and circle around the 
building to their office.

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Notes on the Rules 
The Rules, Bylaws and Policy Manual, prepared by the Southeast Cincinnati Soccer Council 
for both the boys and girls program, is the definitive rulebook for our league and answers the 
overwhelming majority of questions about play. Please read it. The rules for the boys and 
girls program sometimes differ, and where they do the rulebook will state ÒSoutheast 
Cincinnati Soccer AssociationÓ for the boys program. Please note the following:  
 
STAY OFF THE FIELD WHEN THE GAME IS IN PLAY. The rules allow coaches of 
young teams to enter the field briefly when play is stopped after a goal to show them where 
to start. The coaches must leave the field before play begins. 
 
DRIBBLERS AND TRAPPERS COACHES USE FREE SUBSTITUTIONS. Coaches 
should try to make sure that all players get to play 50% of the time. Coaches shouldnÕt enter 
the field during substitutions. The players should be sent on and other players brought off the 
field. The boys will learn best by doing it themselves.  
 
DON’T RESCHEDULE GAMES WITHOUT PERMISSION. No game may be 
rescheduled except with the permission of the Scheduling Director or the Board of Directors. 
Coaches may NOT cancel games in advance by mutual consent; they risk a double forfeit. 
With hundreds of games in the season and the possibility of poor weather in the future, it is 
impossible to give teams the freedom to reschedule games. If the weather is poor, games will 
be cancelled by the Hotlines or on the field by the referee in consultation with the coaches. In 
the event that a large number of players (not one or two) will be involved in religious or 
school events, contact the Director of Scheduling and we will try to work out a change. 
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Guidelines for Lightning and Hazardous Weather Conditions 
 
Protecting the players and other participants in our program is of paramount importance. 
Every member of the Ohio South soccer organization should recognize the danger presented 
by lightning, tornados, and other hazardous weather. The following are some generally 
accepted principles regarding the dangers involved with these hazards. 
 
Lightning 

• All thunderstorms produce lightning. 
• You are in danger if you can hear thunder or see lightning. Lightning often strikes as 

much as ten miles from any rain fall. Lightning can strike when skies are blue. Look 
for dark cloud bases and increasing wind. 

• SCSA players have been hit by lightning during practices. Lightning can lead to 
permanent disabilities or death.  

• Soccer fields are dangerous during lightning storms. When lightning is seen or 
thunder is heard, or when dark, threatening clouds are observed, suspend the game or 
practice and move to a safe location. 

• Avoid standing in open areas, near soccer goals, under a tent, near trees, or in water. 
The safest place during a thunderstorm is in a car, but not a convertible. 

 
Tornados 

• Watch for rapidly darkening skies. 
• The sound of an approaching tornado is often described as that of an approaching 

freight train. 
• The funnel of a tornado does not have to touch down to cause extensive damage and 

injuries. 
• Tornados can produce winds of 300 mph or more.  
• Most people who are hurt in a tornado are struck by flying debris. 
• Seek safety in a solid structure, preferably a basement or an interior room. If no 

building is available, lay down in a ditch. 
 
Game Suspension Requirements 
 
The referee should immediately suspend the game and clear the fields if any of these occur: 

1. Thunder is heard. 
2. Lightning is seen. 
3. A thunderstorm is heard or seen coming or your hair stands on end. Do not wait 

until it rains. 
 
Everyone should seek a safe shelter. No one should retake the field or restart the game until 
30 minutes after these conditions have ended.  
 
If the referee does not immediately suspend the game when a thunderstorm is detected by 
one of these three criteria, then the head coach from each team can agree that one of these 
conditions has been met and they can withdraw their players from the field, and both coaches 
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should submit a written report to the league outlining the weather conditions, the mutual 
agreement of the coaches, and the names of the officials at the game. 
 
If an official and one of the coaches do not reach the conclusion to suspend the game, but any 
one of the three points are believed to have occurred, the coach who supported the 
suspension of the game should send a written report to the league outlining the facts and the 
names of the officials. 
 
Besides thunderstorms, games will not be started, or if in progress, should be suspended, if 
any one of the following conditions exist: 

1. Heavy rainfall that affects visibility or play of the game by the players 
2. Fields which are wet enough that play would be damaging physically. 
3. Playing on the field could be dangerous to the players and possibly result in 

injury. 
4. Rain in cold weather that could be a health hazard for the players. 

 
In the event that inclement weather develops just before or during the game, the referees and 
head coaches can make the decision to suspend the game. This decision can if any two of the 
head coaches and referees agree that the policies of the increment weather policy have been 
met. Both teams should be present and prepared to play the game. 
 
See the Rules, Bylaws and Policy Manual under Inclement Weather and Scheduling for more 
details. 
 
Practice Suspension Requirements 
 
The coach should suspend or cancel practice if thunderstorms are detected or if the weather is 
dangerous, or if practicing will damage the field. Coaches who practice on park district fields 
must also check the park district hotline in case the field has been closed. 
 

High Temperature Games 
Especially in the early part of the fall season, practices and games may be held when the 
weather is hot and humid. Coaches should be aware of this added danger and take steps to 
keep the players safe and healthy. First and most important, when the weather is hot, have 
your players drink plenty of cool water. 
 
If players need a drink during the play of the game, they can come to the sideline for a cup or 
a water bottle. They should stay on the field of play. To insure compliance with substitution 
rules in older leagues, the water should be at a different location from the entry point (the 
half line point). If there is any question on the right of a player to come to the sideline, please 
show this letter to the referee. Listed below is information from the US Soccer Federation 
Web Site. 
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U.S. Soccer Federation Issues Guidelines to Prevent Dangerous 
Heat Illness in Young Players  
 
CHICAGO (Wednesday, May 8, 2002) Ð Children are more susceptible to 
heat illness than adults. With this in mind and summer heat approaching, the 
U.S. Soccer Federation Ð the governing body of all soccer in the United States 
Ð has taken a leadership role to develop and distribute Youth Soccer Heat 
Stress Guidelines for youth coaches and parents. The goal is to help prevent 
the potentially deadly effects of heat illness among the 14 million U.S. 
children who play soccer. 

The guidelines provide coaches with an overview of the latest research and 
information regarding: 1) the physiological factors and soccer-specific factors 
that place young athletes at risk for heat illness, 2) heat illness prevention 
techniques and 3) the signs and symptoms of dehydration and heat illness. 

ÒAs a U.S. Soccer coach for more than 20 years, I think itÕs critical to educate 
coaches, parents and young players about heat illness, which is the most 
preventable sports injury,Ó said John Ellinger, head coach, U.S. Under-17 
MenÕs National Soccer Team. 

To ensure the key points from the guidelines are memorable for coaches, 
parents and kids, the U.S. Soccer Federation has developed the acronym Ð 
G.O.A.L. Ð which stands for: 

Get acclimated Ð active kids' (and adults') bodies need time to gradually 
adapt to increased exposure to high temperatures and humidity. During this 
eight to 10-day acclimation process, itÕs especially important for kids to drink 
enough fluids. 
On a schedule, drink up Ð thirst isn't an accurate indicator of fluid needs. 
Young athletes should be encouraged to drink on a schedule or at regular 
intervals before they become thirsty. 
Always bring a Gatorade Ð especially during games and practices in the 
heat, replacing electrolytes and providing energy is crucial to keeping kids 
safe and going strong to enjoy their games. 
Learn the warning signs of dehydration and heat illness Ð if someone 
becomes fatigued, dizzy, nauseous, or has a headache during exercise in the 
heat, have them stop, rest and drink fluids. Seek medical attention if 
symptoms persist. 
 
Fluid Guidelines As one of the best means to preventing heat illness, the U.S. 
Soccer Federation recommends parents and coaches ensure children are well 
hydrated before practice and games. During activity, young athletes should 
drink on a schedule Ð before they feel thirsty Ð and consume five to nine 
ounces of fluid every 20 minutes (a child who weighs less than 90 lbs. needs 
five ounces of fluid and a child weighing more than 90 lbs. needs nine ounces 
of fluid). 
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ÒItÕs crucial that kids drink enough fluids before, during and after activity,Ó 
said Oded Bar-Or, MD, a contributor to the development of the guidelines and 
professor of pediatrics and director of the ChildrenÕs Exercise and Nutrition 
Centre at McMaster University in Hamilton, Ontario, Canada. ÒResearch we 
conducted shows that when drinking plain water, children donÕt drink enough 
to avoid dehydration. Compared to water, kids will drink 90 percent more of a 
flavored sports drink with electrolytes like Gatorade to fully rehydate. ItÕs 
important parents and coaches have these types of fluids available for children 
during activity.Ó

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Hotlines And Canceling Games 
 
There are two systems for letting you know that games have been cancelled or rescheduled 
because of bad weather or for any other reason. The first system is to post the information on 
a pair of Field Status Hotlines that coaches call before the game. This system covers 99% of 
the field closures. The second system, which is activated only when conditions change 
suddenly, is a cascade telephone plan where each coach calls the coach of the following 
game. 
 

Field Status Hotlines 
 
Call both the SCSA Hotline, 357-6602 and the Anderson Park District 
Hotline, 357-6629. Both the Anderson park district and Southeast Cincinnati Soccer 
Council have established Field Status Hotlines to report on field status. These numbers are 
for the use of coaches, assistant coaches, referees, and parents. If the game is cancelled or 
rescheduled, the coach should notify the team. 
 
The Anderson Park District Hotline governs fields under their jurisdiction: Kellog, Veterans, 
Riverside, Clearcreek, Juilfs, Firehouse and Beech Acres. The park district will report if 
fields are open or closed. Do not play or practice on a closed field or you will pay a fine. 
The APD hotline is regularly updated at 7:30 am and 11:00 am on weekends and at 11:00 am 
and 3:00 pm on weekdays. A field may be closed at the first report, but re-opened at the 
second report. Fields listed as closed on the second report are closed for the remainder of the 
day. Special updates can close fields at any time if the conditions change. 
 
The SCSA Hotline will echo the status of park district fields, and can also cancel or 
reschedule games on any field. For instance, a game may be rescheduled to a field that is still  
open and playable. The SCSA hotline has priority over games: it may move or cancel a game 
even if the park district reports the field is open. The park district has priority over its fields: 
if it closes a field, the SCSA canÕt re-open it. 
 
Referees also check the hotlines and thus know if a game has been canceled. You are not 
responsible to pay the referee for a game that is canceled through the hotline. 
 

Cascade Telephone Plan 
In rare cases where the weather changes suddenly, a referee may cancel a game that is 
underway and close the field. That field will remain closed for the rest of the day. Because 
this information may not reach the hotlines, the telephone cascade plan should be used to 
notify other teams that play on this field. In this plan, the home team coach of the game that 
is cancelled should call the home team coach of the next team scheduled for that field. Let 
that coach know to call the next home team coach, etc. If you canÕt reach a coach, call the 
coach of the game after that, so that the chain isnÕt broken.  
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The coach of the visiting team should follow the same procedure to notify the visiting teams 
of subsequent games. You will be notified of your rescheduled game by email or telephone. 
See the Rules for additional information. 

Practices 
Teams have two choices for practice fields. Fields belonging to schools and some other 
organizations can be reserved for practice by following the practice field call-in procedure. 
There is no cost to use school fields. Teams can reserve fields through the Anderson Park 
District, but must pay to use these fields.  
 
Free School Fields: Teams choosing the school f ields can reserve one half of a field at the 
first practice field call-in on Tuesday, July 21, 2009 from 7-10:00pm, and they can reserve a 
second half-field on Tuesday, August 4, 2009 also from 7-10:00pm. The list of fields and the 
phone numbers of the field assigners is shown below. 
 
Anderson Park District Fields: Teams choosing to practice on Anderson Park District fields 
are responsible for the fees charged by the park district. Coaches should visit the Anderson 
Park District web site, www.andersonparks.com, and follow the menu to Field User Forms. 
The dates for applying for the park district fields are different from the dates for the school 
field call-in. 
 
When to start practice: Teams may start to practice any time that the coaches and parents 
wish, even prior to the dates that fields are assigned. However, understand that before 
practice fields are assigned for soccer, they may be assigned to other users whose use has 
priority. Do not create conflicts with the authorized field user. If a field is not assigned, it is 
available on a first-come, first serve basis. 
 
Where NOT to practice: Clearcreek fields are not available for practices in the fall. Older 
teams should not sign up to practice on the small fields reserved for Dribblers and Trappers, 
or the slightly larger fields reserved for Shooters and Passers. 
 
Other Practice Field Information: Remember that your first responsibility is the safety of 
your players. Suspend practices if thunderstorms are detected, and donÕt resume until !  hour 
after the storm has passed. 
 
Keep all the fields in the best possible condition. DonÕt practice when the weather is so wet 
that players will tear up the turf. The wear and tear in front of the goal is worst; try to use 
other areas of the field for your drills, or if possible, practice shooting from the back side of 
the goal. Have your players clean up litter around the practice field before you leave, and 
watch that the parents choose legal, approved parking places. DonÕt drive on the fields. 
 
If a game has been rescheduled at your field it has priority.

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Maintaining Practice Fields 
 
Each year we spend money and volunteer labor to prepare the soccer fields for play, but there 
are always continuing problems. Moles and other animals dig holes, and rain can erode the 
fields. These problems make the fields less safe and less fun to play on. 
 
Please find a parent on your team who will volunteer to spend five minutes before each 
practice to maintain your practice field. The volunteer should bring a shovel to cut sod from 
the boundary of the property to fill in holes on the field. Fix small problems before they 
become big problems. 
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Nets 
Dribblers, Trappers, Shooters, Passers, Flyers and Wings Coaches: LEAVE 
THE NETS UP ON THE SMALL GOALS. When we changed to small sided soccer, we 
also changed to smaller nets that can remain in place when the park district mows the grass. 
The goals are less than 8 feet tall. 

Strikers, Kickers and Minors Coaches: 
Take the 8x24 foot nets up and down. The teams that play the first game of the day put up 
the nets. The teams that play the last game of the day take down the nets. Nets are expensive; 
we donÕt have spares and we donÕt want them stolen or lost in the back of someoneÕs car. 
They should be picked up just before the game and returned immediately after the game.  
 
Where do we get the nets? Nets for Riverside and Clearcreek fields are stored in a shed by 
the turn-about at the end of the paved parking lot on Clearcreek. The combination is 6602. 
Close and lock the padlock each time you get the nets out or return them. Spin the 
combination to relock the padlock. NEVER WALK OFF LEAVING THE DOOR 
UNLOCKED. Try to return the nets to their proper location within the shed. 
 
Nets for other fields are stored at volunteersÕ houses near the 
fields. See the web site for a list of the volunteersÕ names and 
addresses. 
 
How do we put up the nets? 
Our nets are not large enough to put over the angled supports. 
The net must be hung from the inside. 
  

1. Unroll the net behind the goal. Locate the front 
edges-they have Velcro straps. Locate the upper 
corners of the nets. 

2. Use the wooden box to stand on, but make sure it is placed so that you have a flat, 
stable surface on which to stand. 

3. Wrap some of the net around the upper cross bar from the inside so the fabric, not 
the Velcro straps, supports the weight of the net. Snugly wrap the Velcro to the 
bar. DonÕt over-tighten the Velcro or it might tear. 

4. Wrap the nets around the uprights from the inside, and snug them in place with 
the Velcro. Make sure the net reaches to the ground. 

5. Use stakes to pull the net back.  
6. Leave the wooden box safely out of play behind the goal. 

 
Taking down the nets 
Use the wooden box to remove the Velcro straps without damaging them. (Jumping and 
ripping ruins the nets by mid-season). Collect all the metal stakes. Fold or roll up the net 
reasonably neatly and place both nets and all the metal stakes back in the wooden box, and 
return the wooden box. 2 NETS + 8 STAKES → BOX 
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Field Locations 
 
Potential Field Mix-Ups: 
 
Veterans Park Anderson/Helicopter Park Union Veterans Park in Anderson Township is on Forest 
Road near Ayer Elementary School. DonÕt confuse it with the ÒHelicopter Park,Ó which is offi cially 
Veterans Park in Union Township at Clough and Glen Este-Withamsville Road, but is easily 
recognized by the Helicopter monument that is mounted near the corner. 
 
Kellogg Park/ Four Seasons Kellogg Park Fields are provided by Anderson park district on Kellogg 
Road near the intersection with Four Mi le Road, east of River Downs. The Cincinnati Recreation 
Commission also has Kellogg Road Fields near the Four Seasons Marina, further west on Kellogg. 
The SCSA refers to those fields as ÒFour SeasonsÓ, but this is our name and is not reflected by the 
signage. 
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
