To all soccer parents,

Southeast Cincinnati Soccer Association is again offering a spring instructional soccer league whose purpose is to teach the basic soccer skills to our children in a fun, less competitive environment.  The spring program will consist of five games on Sundays April 23 through May 21.  Your son has been assigned to my team.  Here is what you need to do for your son to participate:

1. PLAYER CARD:  Before a boy can play, you must sign and return the player card I’ll provide.

2. FEES:  You should make a check payable to me for $____.  Here is a breakdown of the fees

3. PRACTICES  We will practice on (day of week, time, place, directions).  The first practice will be held on (date).  If a practice must be canceled, you will be notified by the telephone tree.

4. GAMES:  Games will be played on Sunday afternoons with the first game of the season on Sunday, April 23.  I will receive the game schedule on April 18th and will pass it on to you.

5. EQUIPMENT/UNIFORMS:  Each player needs a #3 soccer ball, shin guards, socks (COLOR) that fit over the shin guards, shorts (COLOR), and a water bottle.  A team T-shirt is provided through the league.  Please put your son’s name on the water bottle and the ball and bring them to every practice and game.  Soccer shoes are not required but help prevent slipping on wet fields.  Soccer shoes have plastic cleats with no cleat at the very tip of the foot, to reduce the risk of gouging other players.  Double knots in the shoes reduce stoppage of play!

6. REFRESHMENTS:  Most teams provide a snack such as grapes or orange slices at half time, and a beverage such as juice or pop for after the game.  I will provide a sign-up list (or a schedule) for when to bring something.

7. VOLUNTEERS:  I will need parents who can volunteer to put up or take down the nets (it helps to be tall), and to help maintain the fields.

8. TELEPHONE TREE:  If a practice or game is cancelled, you will be notified by telephone and may in turn notify three other families.
